INTERSCHOLASTIC AWARD

CRITERIA:

Must have officiated at the Interscholastic level for a minimum of two years.

Must be recognized by his/her peers and interscholastic coaches as an outstanding official.

Must have contributed to the improvement of interscholastic soccer officiating by serving as an official, officer of MATRIX, committee chair or instructor for at least five years.

Must be representative of unquestionable character and demonstrated outstanding leadership qualities.

Must be a member of the MATRIX Interscholastic NISOA Chapter.

Must have demonstrated a willingness to pursue personal development related to officiating soccer such as attendance at the annual NISOA Camp, clinics or workshops

NOMINATION PROCEDURE:

MATRIX officials shall be notified by the Director of Soccer Operations to formally submit names of nominees not later than November 1 annually.

 The Director of Soccer Operations will contact the appropriate county and school representatives to obtain background information on the nominees.

The Director of Soccer Operations will forward the nominations to the Awards Committee for consideration and selection of recipients at each level.

The award (s) will be presented annually at a suitable forum.
