ANNUAL SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

PURPOSE:

To establish an internal scholarship program in keeping with the stated goals of MATRIX Sports Management, Inc., to develop the highest degree of soccer officiating, professionalism and ethics at the interscholastic level and to recognize and promote individual potential.

PROGRAM:
MATRIX SPORTS MANAGEMEN, Inc. recognizes that the NISOA Annual Referee training camp is an excellent mechanism to enhance the quality of the MATRIX Interscholastic official. All members of MATRIX are encouraged to participate in NISOA training as appropriate.  

Annually, MATRIX SPORTS MANAGEMENT, Inc. shall budget not less than $300.00 to be utilized to provide a scholarship to selected MATRIX members to attend the NISOA Referee training Camp conducted at Elizabethtown College, Pennsylvania.

The program is not intended to provide a complete scholarship, but to defray the costs of the camp. Funds will be appropriated to one or more selected individual(s) on an equal basis.

MATRIX scholarship recipients who successfully complete the camp must agree to officiate with MATRIX a minimum of one calendar year from the camp ending date. Failure to successfully complete the camp or early departure from MATRIX officiating requires reimbursement of the scholarship.

Eligibility:

Candidates must be 18 years of age or older.

Candidates must have at least one years’ soccer officiating experience.

Candidates must be a current member of the MATRIX NISOA Interscholastic Chapter prior to attending camp.

Candidates will be Grade 3 or lower and will have fulfilled the requirements of their current grade level. As an exception nominations for Senior and Top officials may be considered on a case-by-case basis. All candidates must fulfill the requirements of their MATRIX grade level.

Candidates will have received a minimum of one field assessment by MATRIX assessors.

Candidates will be enrolled in the MATRIX mentoring program.

Candidates must demonstrate dedication and commitment to MATRIX soccer officiating.

NOMINATIONS:

Nominations will be submitted to the Director of Soccer Operations not later than March 31 annually.

Nominations will include the individual(s) name and a narrative supporting the nomination(s).

Director of Soccer Operations will compile the nominations to include; Physical and Written test results, copies of Assessment(s), input from assigned mentor. Materials will be forwarded to the MATRIX Awards committee. 

The Awards committee shall review each candidate’s nomination packet, candidates selected to receive the scholarship will be forwarded to the Director of Soccer Operations and to the Chief Operating Officer of MATRIX Sports Management, Inc.

Scholarship recipients will be announced at a general meeting prior to the end of the annual spring soccer season. 
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
