The State Soccer Committee has asked me to emphasize the following regarding the MPSSAA tie breaking procedure:
 

REGULAR SEASON
· During the regular season, a game ending in a tie shall be resolved by 2 (if necessary) sudden-death overtime periods of 10 minutes each.  The game will end with the first overtime goal. 
· If two (2) overtime periods are played without a goal being scored, the game shall be declared a tie. 
MPSSAA REGIONAL AND STATE TOURNAMENT
· In the regional and State tournament, the same overtime procedure is used. 

· If after the two (2) overtime periods, a regional or State semifinal tournament game is still tied, the Penalty Kick Procedure will be used to determine a winner. 
· The penalty kick tiebreaker will initially be based on 5 kickers from each team.  Kick will continue until one team has an insurmountable lead. 
· Only players on the field at the end of the 2nd overtime will be eligible for the penalty kick tiebreaker 
· The coach does not have to designate his/her shooter (s) in advance!!!!!! 
· If the score remains tied after the 5 players have taken their shots, then a sudden -victory round begins which includes the remaining eligible players for each team who were not a part of the initial kicking phase. 
· If the score remains tied, then the sudden victory round continues with all eligible players becoming eligible for a second shot. 
· A coach may change the order from the initial round. 
· No player may take a third shot until all eligible players from both teams have taken their second shot. 

· In a State final game, the game is declared a tie if it is tied after the two overtime periods.
DISQUALIFIED PLAYER/ COACH
 

     The State Soccer Committee has adopted the National Federation recommendation that a player or coach disqualified from a region or state tournament game shall be barred from participating in the team's next game.  A player or coach who receives a red or second yellow is ineligible to participate in the next tournament game.
     Game officials should report such infractions to their local assignor who should inform the Local Athletic Supervisor and the MPSSAA Coordinator of Officials."
